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In 1992, Kelly Robinson placed her 
newborn daughter, Kiersten, for 
adoption at The Children’s Home of 
Pittsburgh. 

This spring, Kiersten was a bridesmaid 
in Kelly’s wedding because of their on-
going relationship through open adop-
tion. Having Kiersten in the wedding 
made the day perfect, Kelly says.

While open adoption can be defi ned 
in many ways, it essentially means 
the adoptive family and birth fam-
ily have established some type of 
relationship that is comfortable and 
benefi cial to everyone involved.

Neither Kelly nor adoptive parents 
Khris and Tom Jungling knew about 
open adoption when they came to 
The Children’s Home. The Adoption 
social workers explained that Kelly, 
and Khris and Tom, could decide what 
type of adoption they wanted. They 
all decided that open adoption was 
the best choice.

Governor Rendell Announces $4.5 million in 
State Funding for The Children’s Home Expansion

Accepting the state’s $4.5 million funding for The Children’s Home of Pittsburgh’s expansion project

On August 28, Pennsylvania Governor 
Ed Rendell announced the release of 
$4.5 million in state funding for The 
Children’s Home of Pittsburgh in sup-
port of a vital expansion project that 
will enable the organization’s unique 
programs to serve more families in 
our region.

This appropriation includes $4 million 
from Governor Rendell and $500,000 
from the House Democratic Caucus. It 
is the fi rst public funding in the history 
of The Children’s Home of Pittsburgh.

The Children’s Home has been facilitating 
open adoptions for more than 20 years 
and has found it to be positive for the 
child, birth family, and adoptive family. 

“Kiersten has a much better sense of her 
identity [because of the openness],” says 
Kiersten’s mother, Khris.

The Children’s Home provides birth par-
ents and adoptive parents with separate 
counselors, a unique aspect of the pro-
gram, to ensure that every individual’s 
needs are considered.

Kiersten’s birthmother and adoptive par-
ents chose to build their relationship over 
several years before Kelly met her. 

Since then, Kelly has attended many of 
Kiersten’s school events, although there 
is no set “schedule” for the activities 
they share.

“Open adoption has helped remind 
me over the years that it was the right 
decision to place Kiersten for adoption,” 
Kelly says. 

Kelly plans to continue speaking about 
her positive experience: “More people 
need to know the reality of open adop-
tion and how benefi cial it can be.”
